A note about today’s music from Mitchell Crawford

Trinity Sunday, always the first Sunday following Pentecost, is distinct from many other
of the ‘festival’ days on the Christian calendar as the commemoration not of an event —
like Christmas or Easter — but of a doctrine. Today’s music is broadly reflective of
Trinitarian theology, viewed through a variety of lenses. Larry Long’s setting of
Mothering God feels modern in its perspective, though the text was penned by 14th
century anchoress Julian of Norwich (c.1342—c.1416). Mr. Long is Organist and
Choirmaster of The Church of the Epiphany on Manhattan’s Upper East Side. The Te
Deum of Irish composer Sir Charles Villiers Stanford is distinctly Anglican, especially
in its incorporation of the translation of the original Latin text found in the Book of
Common Prayer. Stanford wrote this particular setting early in his career, revising it
later for the Coronation Service for Edward VII in 1902. Stanford was a quite prolific
composer, producing some 200 works throughout his life (of which some 40 or so are
choral). In addition to the Te Deum in B-flat, he composed the hymn tune
ENGELBERG, upon which the postlude is based. Both voluntaries are by the late
Calvin Hampton, who died at the beginning of the AIDS crisis at the height of his
career. They are offered today in memoriam, Harry Lyn Huff.

HEARING ASSISTED DEVICES

Old South has installed a Hearing Loop in the Sanctuary, the latest technology in hearing
assisted devices.

1. If you have a hearing aid: the loop works directly for those whose hearing aids have a
“T-Coil.”

2. If you are hard of hearing but don’t use an aid: ask for one the devices that is paired with
the loop.

Note: The sound will be best if you sit further inside the pews, away from the aisles.
The loop does NOT work in the upper galleries.
